BRIEF REPORT  OF KERALA CIRCLE CEC MEETING AT ALAPPEY ON 23/01/10

The HOST SSA SECRETARY  Com Guruprasad welcomed the audience, The meeting was addressed by Com Rajan Joint secretary South and Com K.Sebastin AGS. Com Rajan mainly focused his address on the growth and developmental aspects of BSNL and the responsibility of our association and its members to ensure a healthy and viable BSNL. The value added service is to be aggressively  marketed for generating additional revenue. The broadband and 3 G moble is another area for additional revenue. The importance of Quality of service that we impart is to be ensured despite all the constraints. All circles are looking at Kerala as model for all type of  business activities.

Com Sebastin our  AGS explained in detail about the pending issues after implementation of second PRC , the EIA and E2 A finalistaion, 78.2 % DA merger for pay fixation , ITS absorption without further wait, the 93 million GSM tender. Our concerted efforts to resolve all these pending issue do continue. If that does not succeed we may even have to think of a Joint struggle. The young JTOS are to be taken into confidence. Their grievances are being addressed by the CHQ in all earnestness. We are also aware of the problems created to the departmental JTOS absorbed from 2001 onwards by declaring them supernumerary. The Association will ensure that their rights are fully protected with all consequential benefits including due promotions. The issue of the unabsorbed Offg JTOS case is subjudice in the Supreme Court
Com K.D Sebastin Circle President in his presidential address also emphasized the viewpoint of our CHQ regarding the year 2010 dedicated for growth and development of the BSNL. Any problems in the field regarding marketing, new proposals etc are to be brought to the attention of the Circle office-bearers for intervention and prompt and favorable action from the administration. The members should be committed in marketing broadband and 3 G mobile, which are the possible avenues for increasing ARPU and Revenue. The paucity of CPEs are being solved and we expect sufficient supply very soon. Unless immediate corrective measures are taken this year we may land below the red mark even if the interest from reserve fund is accounted for. This is not the time for panic but the time for a determined and fierce battle for surging ahead and staying ahead.

All SSA secretaries/ CEC members / other office bearers actively participated in the debate. 

The Circle Secretary   Com N.A. Abraham submitted the minutes of last two CECs which were passed unanimously. He assured that all pending transfer cases of SDEs/  who have completed 2 years will be taken care while issuing the SDE Offg orders of 2002 recruited JTOS the promotion is at present in the CAT EKM with some Rule 8 transferees approaching it for  considering them also for offg promotions. In 2002 in a similar litigation the Hon High Court of Kerala has turned down the prayer of such transferees for local offg promotions. The circle office has also sought a clarification from the Corporate Office on promoting JTOs in supernumerary posts to SDE offg. Our Association has strongly pleaded for issuing offg promotion orders without waiting for clarification. 
If sufficient SDEs are not moving out during offg promotions long standing SDEs / DEs will have to be considered for transfer to tenure stations and SSAs where more shortage exists.

Next circle conference will be held at Alleppey in May-2010. Com K.Sudheer Assistant Circle secretary expressed vote of thanks .The meeting ended at 2000Hrs.
