                                Kindly refer to the letter addressed by BSNL CO to all CGMs on the subject above. As far as the JTOs who were declared eligible and admitted to the LDCE from Kerala Circle are concerned, all 13 of them were eligible for the same as per the relevant rules on the subject. Column 12, note-5 of the RRs explicitly states “if juniors are eligible for sitting in the LDCE, seniors are also considered provided such seniors are not short of the requisite qualifying /eligibility service by more  than 1 year.” This, in short means nothing but that a JTO who has completed two years of service as on 30/06/2005, is eligible to sit for the examination provided his junior satisfies the required eligibility conditions and is eligible to appear for the examination. In the instant case all the 13 disputed cases in the Circle have more than two years of service and are all senior to the officials whose details are discussed in the table below:

We therefore request the Circle Administration to address the BSNL CO with the correct facts and figures to arrest any move to declare these candidates from Kerala Circle ineligible. We further request the Circle Administration to correct the mistakes that have crept into the HR details of some of these Executives, which might have prompted the BSNL CO to put them in the disputed list.
