Sub: Delay in issuing appointment order due to non receipt of Police Verification Report- Case of 2007 Batch JTOs- request for preponing the  date of appointment notionally to 25-5-2009.
Kindly recall the discussions we had with your goodself  on the above subject. In this connection the following facts are brought to your kind notice for favorable orders.  After the recruitment of these JTOs the request for police verification report(PVR) was sent from circle office to receptive office of district collectors in time. But the report from some of the  districts were not received before the completion of the training. In the absence of the PVR the circle office did not issue appointment order to 16 trainees. These trainees were not aware of this fact. On enquiry it was understood that as per the letter under reference 2.the appointment order is pending due to non receipt of the PVR. These trainees made a frantic effort from pillar to post for  getting this report as stated by them in their representation. Finally the  PVR was obtained  and the appointment orders were issued  at different dates.
In this connection we bring to your notice that unlike in the past the date of appointment has become crucial for an employee in all respect  in his career.  His seniority and eligibility for promotion is counted from the date of appointment. As per EPP length of service from date of appointment is criteria for promotions. Thus the delay in issuing the appointment order has become detrimental to these  JTOs  for none of  their mistake.  It is understood that in case there is a  break between the training and the appointment due to administrative reason that delay can be condoned by the competent authority. In the case of officers who have completed training  and appointment was delayed  due to recruitment ban etc. such delay was condoned and the training period also was counted as service for purpose of retirement benefit etc.  In fact in our opinion the appointment could have been done without waiting for PVR as there is clear provision in the appointment order under reference1. that  the appointment is provisional and subjected to receipt of satisfactory PVR.

Considering the above facts it is earnestly requested  that the  date of appointment of these 16 JTOs may be preponed notionally  to 25-5-2009  ie the date of appointment of their counterpart in the same training batch as per the letter under reference 1.
