Sub: Posting  on promotion from JTO to SDE on regular basis reg.

Ref: BSNL Corporate office order dated 30-3-2011

As per the letter under reference above nearly 130 JTOs are promoted to SDEs on   regular basis and posted to the Kerala Circle. It may be noted that almost all of these officers are already working as SDEs on officiating basis and many of them were transferred from their home station at the time of officiating promotion. It is requested that all officers who have already worked in other stations and those who have crossed 57 years may be retained in the same unit without any further transfer. 

In this connection your kind attention is invited to the following facts.

Till 2004 the requirement as well as pending transfer request in the circle was met at the time of officiating promotions. But when the Fixation benefit and TA/DA was withdrawn for officiating promotion there was a tendency among the officers not to accept officiating promotion as it does not give any benefit rather than personal inconvenience and financial loss. In the above situation we were compelled to resort to transfer on long stay basis to meet the requirements. The administration well as this Association was prompting officers to accept transfer on officiating promotion so that the requirements can be met in a more easy and flexible manner. They were also assured that at the time of regularization they will not be disturbed further. This was followed scrupulously in the circle in all promotion postings. Any deviation from the above will sent a wrong message, and no one will be moving on officiating promotion in future which will cause lot of operational difficulties in all cadres. More over it will be a breach precedents followed in the circle and assurances given to the officers who were willingly moved out in spite of heavy financial loss and personal inconvenience. I would like to inform categorically to the administration that this Association can’t compromise on the above principle. Considering the above facts it is once again requested that all officers already worked outside their home stations may be posted in their home SSA.
