	NEW HOME AT NEW DELHI – it’s our turn to respond
Dear comrades,

It has been a matter of pride and prestige for each and every member of this great Organisation that Our CHQ, based on the decisions of the Bhopal CWC Meeting, has come up with the purchase of a new ‘HOME’ at the National Capital, satisfying a long desire befitting our status. Needless to say that the new home is equipped with much better amenities and greater facilities to suit the need and palate of our members who visit Delhi and the precincts.  And what is more, our new HOME is so suitably located with proximity to New Delhi Rly Station, Airport and is well connected by Metro Rail. The existing CHQ building was purchased with the magnanimous contribution of all the members immediately after the 1640 historic agitation during1986. The CHQ has since been able to work out miraculous success, in fact so many of them, including 5th pay commission Report, Gazetted status, terms and conditions with payscale fixation and fitment during BSNL Absorption, 2nd PRC Report, BSNLMS R/R to name a few. During all these achievements the CHQ has never approached the General Membership for any collection of any sort.  Our Finance was managed with great prudence from the available quota payment in spite of many welfare claim (sadly enough) settlements. In fact the CHQ has been able to make even some very good reserves. We don’t believe that anybody requires an elaboration on the paucity of CHQ funds at the present instant with purchase of the new HOME and an innumerable number of costly legal battles that it has been mandatorily pushed on to on issues affecting the general membership. It is therefore the bounden duty of every Comrade in Kerala Circle to spontaneously come with a genuine gesture of appreciation and applause in terms of his personal contribution. Let us not forget that the present financial and career status that we are currently enjoying has been won through the laborious sweats of the CHQ. 

It is well worth remembering at this juncture that Association has and is expending huge sums towards legal expenses from which we are all direct beneficiaries. Some recent cases just to freshen up our memories:
1. BSNL Absorption Terms conditions. We have filed cases in various Tribunal and finally in PCAT New Delhi. Understanding the crucial importance of the case as regards the career and financial prospects of our members, the CHQ has not hesitated to engage very senior Lawyers like Sri GopalSuibramanian, which eventually paved the way for the terms and conditions of absorption  as desired by us, the effect of which still continues through fixations and lateral promotions, which most of us are presently enjoying and will continue to enjoy.
2. Court case on Management Trainee recruitment. The case filed in various tribunals are transferred to PCAT at New Delh, on which the legal battle is still on.
3. Court case on BSNLMSRR. The move of AIGETOA to  limit the  DE promotion to engineering graduates alone was effectively contested by us in Chennai CAT quite recently by spending nearly 3 lakhs, thereby refusing to sacrifice the future of the executives. We are on the constant watch out for further litigations and further expenditure in case of likely appeal.

4. Some of the other major cases still in contest by the Association in various Courts of the country as per CWC decisions are:
i) Court case on SDE  2008 Competitive.  Case filed by AIGETOA against the 2008 competitive examination 
ii) Court case Roster in STS promotion. The case in J&K High court which was further transferred to CAT Chandigarh 

iii) Court case in reversion of 1966 SDEs in CAT Bangalore and High court Kerala.

iv) Court case on preparation of JTO eligibility 1996-2001 list based on   1986 DOP Guidelines filed by AIGETOA in Chennai,  New Delhi and Kolkata
v) Court case filed by AIGETOA against promotion of JTO to SDE order dated 30-3-2011 in Chennai and New Delhi.
vi) Court case on seniority in TES Gr. B w. r.t Rule 206 in Hon. Supreme  court.
vii)  Court case w.r.t seniority of 270 competitive officers in Hon. Supreme court.
viii) Court case  w.r.t seniorty of 147 competitive officers in Hon, High Court of Kerala and CAT Ernakulam.
ix) PIL on selection of CMD  for BSNL. 
x) Court case on 2010 SDE competitive case in PCAT New Delhi.
If our CHQ hesitated pondering over the huge expenses involved in each case and slept, no doubt we would already have been deprived of most of our rights that we earned and won through agitations, struggles and confrontations.
We do not believe that the members of SNEA(India) Kerala require any elaboration or requests for them to come up with spontaneous contributions to the Association that has showered them with so many extravaganzas and bonanzas. They definitely are not so crude or cruel to turn deaf ears to the present requirements. We also know that we do not require to approach them with appeals or requests. Indeed we know that they have always stood up to any genuine requirement as and when needed. The Circle which leads the Nation on almost all fronts including Association activities will definitely come up with similar stupendous efforts in tune with the needs of the times, with examples of Circles like Maharashtra contributing Rs. 11 lakhs and individual contributions to the tune of Rs 50000/ standing before them as shining examples. Let us all rise together and in unison listen to the sentiments echoing throughout the country. We are confident that we shall come out on top as is our usual wont. We just want to remind our members that we are slightly lagging since the registration of the building is scheduled for 15thMay 2011. So let us take up some earnest rearguard action and respond opening our large hearts in the immediate contributions. We hope all SSA / branch secretaries and Circle office Bearers will cause action to approach our generous members with unprecedented zeal and energy  and make this mission most successful.
