Various discussion we had in respect of request transfers within the SSA 

      We invite your kind attention to the several discussions held by the Association with the Administration and also to the above referred letter wherein we had requested the administration to implement intra SSA transfers of executives strictly based on the established norms. But contrary to the prevailing norms, being followed in other SSAs of Kerala circle , and BSNL HQs ,this SSA has issued certain transfer orders according to the whims and fancies of  the Administration. It was quite surprising that one TTA who is just promoted as JTO(Offtg.) is posted in the heart of the city , where as several JTOs are waiting for transfer after completing their tenure periods elsewhere. On the other hand Sri. Gireesh  SDE Kuttiady who completed more than 4 years service  in the rural area was not considered for a transfer to Calicut , and  conveniently ignored in the name of proposed ‘Performance based transfer policy ‘ a policy that has been designed exclusively for Kozhikode SSA and is totally subjective serving to the designs of the men in power. The fact remains that Sri. Gireesh is one of the best performers in the SSA with eloquent records vouching for it. This means that the Administration is currently interpreting even performance to suit its own vested interests.

In this context the Executives of this SSA are very much anxious to know whether this SSA administration will fix the responsibility for leading this SSA in to a negative profit and take the concerned to task for their poor leadership and performance. The arbitrary posting and transfer policy of this Administration is totally biased, unjust and unfair to the whole executive community who are working here. Even though this discrepancy has been brought to your notice , contrary to several assurances and commitments received from the Administration on the issue, the partisan policy of favouritism continues unabated, repeatedly ignoring the pleas and protests of the Association. Therefore the Association takes this unjust gesture from the Administration as a green signal to go ahead with our own trade union programmes.
            Under these circumstances the executive committee meeting held on 20/12/08 and the general body meeting held on 1-1-2009 discussed the whole issue in detail and unanimously decided to launch the following trade union actions to protest against the biased transfer policy of  the SSA administration. 

1.   6/1/2009:  Saving gram to PGMT-CLT/CGMT-Kerala/Circle Secretary,SNEA(India)-Kerala  

2. 13/1/2009:  Lunch hour demonstration in front of PGMT office and AM office Badagara ,Calicut 
3.    22/1/2009:  Dharna  in front of   PGMT’s office Calicut 
4.    23/1/2009 onwards: Non co-operation  and Social boycotting  of  PGMT Kozhikode  
We fervently hope that the Administration will take this notice as another opportunity to redeem the situation and take appropriate corrective steps before time runs out. The Administration will be solely responsible for any eventuality that may arise due to the situation that it alone has carefully nurtured and built up.
